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While preparing this volume we lost our friend, colleague, and coeditor Richard
Lachmann, who died unexpectedly as the chapters were arriving. He had just
completed the first draft of his own chapter, which appears here in revised and
updated form. In this project as always, Richard was insightful, meticulous,

generous, and guided by a strong moral compass. His death is an immense loss to
his friends and family, to the field of sociology, and to the fight for a humane world.
